All surfaces to be coated should be clean, dry and free from contamination.
High pressure fresh water wash or fresh water wash, as appropriate, and remove all oil or grease, soluble 
contaminants and other foreign matter in accordance with SSPC-SP1 solvent cleaning.

SURFACE PREPARATIONS

Intersleek 731 should always be applied over a recommended primer coating scheme.  The primer surface should be 
dry and free from all contamination, and  Intersleek 731 must be applied within the overcoating intervals specified 
(consult the relevant product data sheet).Areas of breakdown, damage etc., should be prepared to the specified 
standard (e.g. Sa2½ (ISO 8501-1:2007) and primed prior to the application of  Intersleek 731
 
Consult your International Paint representative for specific recommendations.

NOTE
For use in Marine situations in North America, the following surface preparation standards can be used:
SSPC-SP10 in place of Sa2½ (ISO 8501-1:2007)
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Material is supplied in two containers as a unit. Always mix a complete unit in the proportions supplied. Once the 
unit has been mixed it must be used within the working pot life specified.
(1) Agitate Base (Part A) with power agitator.
(2) Combine entire contents of Curing Agent (Part B) with Base (Part A) and mix thoroughly with power agitator.
Once the unit has been mixed, it must be used within the working pot life specified.

Application by brush is recommended for small areas only. Multiple coats may be required to achieve specified film 
thickness.

Apply by airless spray. Application by brush or roller will require more than one coat and is suggested for small 
areas only of stripe coating. Strain material through a minimum 60 mesh screen before application. Apply at 160 
microns wet which will yield 100 microns dry film thickness. Consult the following equipment recommendations or 
utilize suitable equal.

Work Stoppages and Cleanup Do not allow material to remain in hoses, gun or spray equipment. Thoroughly flush all equipment with 
International  GTA007. Once units of paint have been mixed they should not be resealed and it is advised that 
after prolonged stoppages work recommences with freshly mixed units.
Clean all equipment immediately after use with International  GTA007.  It is good working practice to periodically 
flush out spray equipment during the course of the working day.  Frequency of cleaning will depend upon amount 
sprayed, temperature and elapsed time, including any delays.  Do not exceed pot life limitations.
All surplus materials and empty containers should be disposed of in accordance with appropriate regional 
regulations/legislation.
